It was good to share with another of
God's workers.

OQur ministry group laid hands on and
prayed for many in attendance at the crusade
meetings. For me, that is the most rewarding
part of this kind of joumney. It is good to see
people come into the light of Jesus Christ. As
always, the children are wonderful and so open
to the Gospel. | am always sorry that my
Spanish is so poor. However, love seems to
transcend any language.

What a joy to see friends and acquain-
tances that had previously traveled with the tour
ministry. In 1987 on a Bible smuggling tour, 1
met a dynamic senior giant of a lady named
Rev. Mercy Wood. She's probably less than five
feet tall in stature, however her spirit and love
for Christ is boundless. Rev. Mercy continues
to teach, train and preach the Word of God to
those young in the Lord. May the Lord bless

you richly in every way as you serve Him tire-
lessly. PTL!

As we sat in the airport waiting for others to
arrive, she shared some highlights from her
experiences there.

When the Lord gave her the “go
ahead” to make the frip into Iraq, she was
ready. One of the highlights of her journey was
to join up with four or five other ladies from the
End Time Handmaidens organization.

While in Baghdad, they were told that
the military housed a chaplain in one of the
king's palaces. Incredibly, they found the chap-
lain.
