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TENT CITY, ONTARIO, CALIFORNIA

Living in America, often we are very
far removed from society’s “in your face”
problems; those day to day struggles that
many third world countries encounter.
Most of us are aware that America’s
economy is in trouble. Sometime in
February, our friend from Fair Havens
Mission, based in Brunswick, Georgia,
wrote in her newsletters about a “Tent
City in Ontario, California.”

| read and re-read the blurb. Soon
afterwards, | went to the computer to see
if | could find anything on a “Tent City"
website. Perhaps my disbelief had to do
with the geographic area of Tent City.
For years, it was known as one of the
fastest growing, most upscale regions in
Southern California. The information
was pulled up without difficulty. The
article gave the phone number of
Catholic Charities (100% of donations go
directly into service for the needy) who
apparently were the first ones on the
scene to help these people

As | called the telephone number
listed, a social worker came on the line
and gave an overview of Tent City. This
property now known as “Tent City" is
located approximately 45 minutes east of
Pasadena (where the Rose Parade is
held each year). The social worker told
me that many people had recently lost
their jobs and their homes. She said that
apparently, a few families began to make
a temporary home at the Train Station at
Ontario, California. As the numbers
grew, the Train authorities demanded
that they vacate the premises. Seems as
if in desperation, these families relocated
to some vacant land. Thus, Tent City
was born. She said, presently, we have
been able to secure 6 portable toilets
and one portable shower (which was
once a portable toilet). As we spoke, she
made it clear that originally, most of
these people lived with friends or rela-
tives for a time but were forced to seek
lodging elsewhere.
