Several weeks ago | was
honored to be part of a group of Sojourners that
made a pilgrimage to Jordan and Israel. At
least 160 of us were launched out into a world
of many adventures.

When we arrived in Amman and checkéd
into our hotel, we could not help but notice the
presence of Jordanian military personnel. The
facility was surrounded by very active military
types. Adjacent to our temporary residence, we
observed a large army tank. There was a young
man with gun poised sitting on top of the tank.
His rifle was trained directly in the front door of
the hotel.

Later In the day, | asked one of the hotel
officials why there was such a heavy presence
of military personnel. His reply almost knocked
me to the floor. “Lady, the King of Syria, and
the President and Prime Minister of Iraq are
here for a few days.”

With that information, | purposed in my
heart to shore up my prayer time with the Lord.
It was apparent that we were dispatched to the
part of the world for a strategic purpose.
